THE FEAST OF ALL SOULS 

*    *    * 

The Masses of All Souls Day are Requiem Masses with modified Propers. For this reason, we are supplying the Silver Missals 

used at funeral and Requiem Masses instead of the usual Red Missals. Where the Propers are different from a Requiem Mass, 

this handout contains the correct ones for the First Mass of All Souls Day. Otherwise, you are referred to the appropriate pages 

of the Silver Missal. A Requiem Mass differs from a conventional Mass is several ways: Certain prayers are omitted or 

changed; there is no final blessing, and no Last Gospel when Absolution follows Mass. Holy Mother Church has structured the 

Mass for the Feast of All Souls as a Requiem Mass in order to remind us of our obligation to pray for all of the faithful 

departed, in the same manner as we pray for the souls of individuals who were close to us. 

 

Today, St. Josaphat Church follows the tradition of offering multiple Masses on the Feast of All Souls: At 6:00 PM, Low 

Masses will be celebrated on our four side altars: Clockwise from left, Fr. Borkowski will offer the First Mass of All Souls at the 

St. Casimir altar. Frs. Madey will offer the Second Mass of All Souls at our Blessed Mother’s altar. Fr. Hrytsyk will offer the 

Second Mass of All Souls at the St. Joseph altar. Fr. Johnson will offer the Second Mass of All Souls at the St. Francis altar. At 

7:00 PM, Fr. Hrytsyk will celebrate the Solemn High Mass of All Souls Day, which employs the Propers of the First Mass. 

This handout contains only the Propers of the First Mass. The Second Mass has different Orations and Readings, which may 

be found in a hand missal.

� WELCOME  to St. Josaphat Church for the celebration of the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass according to the 

Traditional Latin “Tridentine” Form. Join us as we render glory to God according to Holy Mother Church’s 

historic liturgy, employing her rich treasury of sacred music. The Tridentine Mass is offered at St. Josaphat 

Church every Sunday at 9:30 AM, and every Monday at 7:00 PM. 

 

� TODAY’S 7:00 PM MASS IS A SOLEMN HIGH MASS,   the most elaborate type of Mass that a priest may celebrate. 

He is assisted by two sacred ministers, but unlike in the Ordinary Form, they are not concelebrants. Rather, their 

presence is meant to free up the celebrant to focus on praying the Mass and offering the Holy Sacrifice. 

 

� HOLY COMMUNION WILL BE DISTRIBUTED   at the 7:00 PM Mass only. 

 

� ABSOLUTION FOLLOWS MASS:   The ceremony of Absolution, or final blessing of the departed, follows a funeral 

Mass. On All Souls Day, on which we commemorate the souls of all of the faithful departed, the Absolution is 

performed at a catafalque, which symbolically represents a casket and thus stands for all of the deceased. 

 

� A PLENARY INDULGENCE, APPLICABLE ONLY TO THE SOULS IN PURGATORY,   may be gained today, the Feast of 

All Souls, by reciting one Our Father and one Credo in church. Also, from November 1 – November 8, a 

Plenary Indulgence for the dead may be gained each day by visiting a cemetery and praying for the dead. The 

usual conditions apply: Confession within 20 days, and for each indulgence: Reception of Holy Communion 

and prayer for the Holy Father’s intentions, traditionally one Our Father, Hail Mary, and Glory Be. 

 

� LATIN/ENGLISH MISSALS ARE AVAILABLE FOR SALE  after Mass at the missal table in the vestibule for $5.00 

each. Both the Red (conventional Mass) and Silver (Requiem Mass) Missals are available. These missals can help 

familiarize yourself, family, and friends with the Traditional Latin Mass.
