& RUBRIC NOTES: In 1885, the Holy See permitted moving the celebration of the Feast of Corpus Christi from
its traditional Thursday to the subsequent Sunday, so that more of the faithful could participate in the
processions that are often held on this feast. Rome realized that many nations did not observe that Thursday as a
secular holiday. Also, in 1962, the Holy See changed the rubrics to use the Preface of the Holy Trinity in place of
the Preface of Christmas [sic], when Corpus Christi is transferred to Sunday. Older hand missals do not reflect
this change.
