Of sin, because they believed not in Me: and of 

justice, because I go to the Father, and you shall see Me no 

longer: and of judgment, because the prince of this world is 

already judged. I have yet many things to say to you: but you 

cannot bear them now. But when He, the Spirit of truth, is 

come, He will teach you all truth. For He shall not speak of 

Himself: but what things soever He shall hear, He shall 

speak, and the things that are to come, He shall show you. 

He shall glorify Me: because He shall receive of Mine and 

shall show it to you.
