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The Rosary in Latin

In his Apostolic Exhortation, Sacraméntum Caritdtis, Pope
Emeritus Benedict XVI instructed that “the better-known prayers
of the Church’s tradition should be recited in Latin.” An excellent
way to obey this directive is to learn to pray the Holy Rosary in
Latin. Here are the prayers:
