Orchard Lake Seminary Welcomes OCLMA: From a panic 

situation to a major upgrade: When the Academy of the Sacred 

Heart informed the Oakland County Latin Mass Association that 

the school and its chapel would be closed indefinitely, the search 

was on for a new home. Originally expected only to be a 

temporary location, Orchard Lake Seminary’s Shrine Chapel of 

St. John Paul II welcomed the OCLMA and rolled out the red 

carpet, inviting a long-term residency. With the OCLMA’s 

assistance, the seminary now offers optional Low Masses for its 

seminarians almost daily and a monthly mandatory TLM for all 

seminarians.
