Suppression of most Archdiocese of Detroit Traditional Latin
Masses: Sadly the lead story of 2025 has to be Archbishop
Weisenburger’s decision as one of his first acts as Archbishop to
suppress 24 of the 28 Traditional Latin Mass sites in the
Archdiocese, effective July 1. This action has been particularly
painful for the many priests no longer allowed to offer the Mass.

Mary’s: The Traditional Latin Mass at Old St. Mary’s Church
went out with a bang, with the Joshua Chorale filling the choir loft
to sing a glorious last First Friday Mass there in June. A few
weeks later history was made when the London Oratory Schola
sang their first ever concert in Detroit there in July.

Metro Detroit’s TLM Scene Continues: Despite these setbacks,
there remains an active TLM scene in the Dioceses of Detroit;
London, Ontario; Lansing; and Saginaw. Priest training in
celebrating the TLM also continues across North America, as
other dioceses seek to replicate our successes.
